Regulations Governing Non-Degree Graduate Students

p 23

No more than nine semester hours earned while classified as a non-degree graduate student will be accepted toward a master’s degree at The University of Southern Mississippi. A student must, therefore, gain conditional or regular admission before completing more than nine semester hours of study. Non-degree students pursuing a graduate certificate will be allowed to complete twelve semester hours of study.

Credit Hour Limitations
No more than nine (9) semester hours of work from the certificate program may be used toward a master’s degree. No more than twelve (12) semester hours of work from the certificate program may be used toward a doctoral graduate degree.

IX. The Master’s Thesis
A. The master of arts degree may entail the writing of a thesis (698. Thesis, 6 3-6 hrs. required; see departmental Plan of Study for specific requirements). For the degrees of master of science and master of education, some programs offer a non-thesis option. Students intending to pursue a degree higher than the master’s are encouraged to write a thesis.

XIV. The Dissertation
C. The student must complete a total of twelve (12) nine to fifteen (9-15) hours of 898 - Dissertation (see departmental Plan of Study for specific requirements), and must register for three (3) dissertation hours the semester he/she defends the dissertation. Students must register for 1 hour of dissertation if they graduate the semester after they defend their dissertation.
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
