Dr. Rouse reviewed with the Council the process she used in appointing Dr. Shiao Wang as Graduate Council representative to the Appeal Committee. Dr. Rouse could not serve on the Appeal Committee, because the Executive Cabinet chose to select her department and program for elimination. Also, Dr. Rouse served on the University Priorities Committee, which she recused herself from the Appeal Committee based on any possibility of bias knowledge from having served on this committee. The appointment time line given by the Provost for a representative from Graduate Council was limited because the a Council representative had to be appointed prior to the first date set for hearing appeals was prior to Graduate Council meeting on October 18, 2010. Later, the first appeal hearings were postponed until October 26, 2010.

Dr. Rouse and Dr. Tammy Barry, Chair of Academic Council with input from Provost Lyman, establish an Ad Hoc Joint Committee of members representing the Graduate Council and Academic Council. This committee will review and address online course issues such as the following:

· Programs that require permission to be 50% or more online

· Faculty guidance when programs plan to offer 50% or more of their courses online

· Academic integrity of online courses – best practices

· Review processes for online courses
· Determine in conjunction with the Office of Disability, accommodations that student with special needs require

Four representatives are needed to serve on this committee: Thelma Roberson volunteered, but no others. Dr. Dave Daves will serve on this committee representing Academic and Graduate Council. Dr. Rouse will contact and appoint additional Graduate Council members to this committee.

Dr. Shiao Wang reported that he attended the Provost’s Retreat on Sept 24th as requested by Dr. Rouse. The retreat focused on the RCM (Responsibility Centered Management) budget model. Dr. Denise von Herrmann, Dean of the College of Arts and Letters, made a presentation on how RCM budgeting works and a hypothetical model using 2009-2010 USM budget numbers. Dr. Wang also reported that he will serve as Graduate Council representative, in place of Dr. Rouse, on the University Appeals Committee. The appeals will be held on Tue and Thu evenings starting October 26.

Corresponding Secretary – Dr. Susan Siltanen
Dr. Siltanen reported that the Provost approved the Graduate Certificate in Economic Development and that it has been added to the IHL Certificate list. She also reported that the President and Executive Cabinet have set an enrollment goal of 18,000 students by the Fall of 2015 with 3,300 - 3,600 graduate students. Dr. Siltanen will be working with Department and School graduate directors on ways to achieve this goal.  Lastly, she reported that the RCM (Responsibility Centered Model) of budgeting was the topic of the Provost’s retreat and that working committee will be formed.
