Officers Report


5.1
Chair – Dr. Shiao Wang
Dr. Wang reported that the 2011 Provost Retreat was held on September 9, 2011.The three main topics of discussion were Relations with the Gulf Coast, Teaching Loads and Responsibility Centered Management (RCM). A Guideline for Gulf Coast Operations is currently being developed to streamline tasks and to clarify responsibilities. With regards to teaching loads, the University is trying to improve documentation of teaching accomplishments and reassigned time (also known as release time). Concerning RCM, the University plans to implement parallel processing of budgets in July 2012 and implement a modified RCM model in July 2013. Parallel processing refers to the process of monitoring revenues and expenditures using both the current incremental model and the proposed modified RCM model for comparative purpose.

Dr. Wang reported that a Guideline for Gulf Coast Operations is currently being developed as mentioned above in 5.1. In addition, the University will make available to all students training on technology security as a result of a federal requirement in the Higher Education Opportunity Act. Finally, there will be a new Position Reallocation Committee to provide faculty input to the Provost concerning reallocation decisions regarding faculty vacancies resulting from last year’s retirement incentive program.

8.1 
Recruitment

Dr. Siltanen reported that while Fall 2011 graduate enrollment increased, we still need to continue our recruitment efforts even though applications for Fall 2011 increased 7% and
· First-time, full-time graduate students increased 6.19%  
· Returning, full-time returning graduate students increased1% 

· First-time and returning full-time graduate students increased 2.53%.  

· Part-time returning graduate students increased 1.2% 

· First-time, part-time graduate students decreased 8.2% (20 students)

· Total graduate student enrollment increased 1.08%

The 7% increase in graduate applications and the 6.19% increase in enrollment of full-time graduate students suggest that our recruitment is working and we need to keep up the good work. She reminded Council members that this increase occurred even though eight master’s programs were eliminated and one master’s program was moved to the coast (about 66-96 students).  She asked Council members to share recruitment ideas and let her know if they attend any conferences since she has recruitment bags, pens, and handouts that they can take to conferences. Lastly, Dr. Siltanen asked Council members to be sure to complete the Responsible Conduct of Research Training and to remind their graduate students to do so also.
