Graduate Council Minutes

The Graduate Council met at 3:00 p.m. on November 22, 1999, Room 203, McCain Library with Dr. Mary Villeponteaux, Chair of the Graduate Council, presiding.

1.0 Call to Order

Dr. Villeponteaux called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

2.0 Adoption of Agenda

Dr. Villeponteaux presented the agenda for approval. She called attention to 6.3 Course and Program Proposals under New Business, a course modification proposal in business that council did not receive.  The course modification proposal was provided to council members.  Dr. Asper moved that the agenda be accepted as distributed. The motion was seconded and passed.  

3.0 Approval of Minutes

Dr. Krebs made a motion to approve the October 25, 1999 minutes. Mr. Fletcher stated that he did not receive a copy of the minutes in the mail.  A copy was provided for him. The motion was seconded and passed.

4.0 Executive Committee Reports

4.1 Chair's Report

· Dr. Villeponteaux requested E-mail addresses in order to set up a list serve for Graduate Council.  

1. A dean requested that Graduate Council review the procedure of presenters waiting outside until individual items were discussed.  The Council discussed how to proceed in the face of this objection.

Dr. Griffin phoned Lee Gore's office and spoke with Joy Beedle.  Her response was that the meetings should be open, by the Board of Trustees action, open with the exception of meetings involving legal and personnel matters.  The Council agreed to abide by this policy.    

4.2 Corresponding Secretary's Report

Dr. Griffin presented a sample syllabus for a graduate course to supplement the Guidelines for Proposals. 

Two sections were noted:

1. The research component.

2. Course description.

This standard format would be required for all syllabi presented to The Graduate Council for examination. This issue will be reviewed at the next Graduate Council meeting on December 2, 1999.

4.3 Committee Reports

4.3.1 Credentials

The Credentials Committee met Friday, November 19, 1999.  Dr. Yadrick made a motion to accept the Credentials Committee Graduate Faculty Status Recommendations (as attached). The motion was seconded and passed.  A request was made to associate academic units with names of those recommended for graduate faculty.

5.1       Dr. Wales and Dr. Ken Panton presented the addition of GHY 519, 541, 

            542, and 598 and the modification of GHY 511, 512, 517L, 518L, 589,

            and 693.  Dr. Wales noted that GHY 519, 541, 542, and 598 were just

 internal credit hour changes.

Dr. Swager made a motion to add GHY 519, 541, 542, and 598, as a

block. The motion was seconded and passed.

            Dr. Krebs made a motion to modify GHY 511, 512, 517L, 518L, 589, 

            and 693 as a block.  The motion was seconded and passed.

6.0 New Business

6.1 Recommendation from the Graduate Council Policy Review Subcommittee to modify and clarify the time 

       limits for completion of graduate degrees.

Dr. Cannon noted that the subcommittee would like to recommend that the Graduate Council adopt a clear time limit of eight calendar years from the date of admission into a graduate program for doctoral degrees, and six years for specialist degrees.  As is currently the case for the master's 

degree time limit, the doctoral and specialist degree limit regulations would allow the student to petition the Graduate Dean for an extension of time if valid, extenuating circumstances existed.

Dr. Yadrick made a motion to accept the recommendation for modification of regulations.  The motion was seconded and passed.

6.3.1 College of Business Administration
