Graduate Council Minutes

October 25, 1999

1.0 Call to Order

Dr. Villeponteaux called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

2.0 Adoption of Agenda

Dr. Villeponteaux presented the agenda for approval.  Three additions were requested: 6.1 for Dr. Carolyn Reeves-Kazelskis, and 6.2/6.3 for Ms. Jayne Perkins/Susan Siltanen. The motion to accept the agenda as amended was seconded and passed.

Dr. Flanagan made a motion to approve the September 27, 1999 minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed.

6.2 Proposal to use "W" Grade until formal Grades of WP/WF 

Ms. Perkins advised that during the PeopleSoft prototyping two issues had surfaced.  Currently a status line is all that is recorded for students who withdraw prior to the penalty date.  The Registrar and Financial Aid offices are reviewing the issue of maintaining class information.  She proposed the use of a "W" grade for withdrawals prior to the end of the term. When final grades are recorded, the "W" would be replaced by a "WP" or "WF".  Discussion followed and Ms. Perkins was asked to provide a written proposal. 

6.3 Proposal to automate time lapse of "I" Grades

Ms. Perkins noted that a second issue of automating the time lapse of "I" grades had been reviewed. An "I" grade would systematically change to an "F" after a certain period of time.  Discussion included issues of number of days to allow for Spring to Fall semester and customization to distinguish variation in semester length.

Discussion followed and Ms. Perkins was asked to provide a written proposal.
