1.0 Call to Order

Dr. Villeponteaux called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

Dr. Villeponteaux noted she has been reviewing the bylaws. One issue that continually comes up for revision is Graduate Faculty Categories.  There have been complaints that the current categories, instructional, master's directive, doctoral committee, and doctoral directive do not suit every department.  She hopes to have some kind of proposal about Graduate Faculty status levels that may be in line with other universities. She asked for any ideas about how we might revise our system.

4.2 Corresponding Secretary's Report

Dr. Griffin noted that he and Dr. Siltanen have been visiting with the various colleges, chairs, and graduate coordinators.  They are winding up the spring discussion about policies and procedures involving the enrolled student, from admission processing to acceptance to degree completion.  

4.3 Committee Reports

4.3.1 Credential Committee

The Credentials Committee met February 22, 2000.  Dr. Yadrick made a recommendation and a motion for the approval of the report pending Dr. Susan Siltanen's signature.  (See Attached.)  The motion was seconded and passed.

4.3.2 Policy Review Committee

The Policy Review Committee met to take up the issue of qualifying exams.  The Policy Review Committee may propose that the decision regarding a qualifier and exactly how that fits into a department's requirements should be left up to the department.  Graduate Council members were encouraged to e-mail opinions from their colleges to Dr. Cannon to discuss at the next Policy Review Committee meeting.  The Committee hopes to formulate a proposal.

Dr.Vest made a motion to delete TOE 565, BTE 567, BTE 569, TOE 567, TOE 569, TOE 609, TOE 620, TOE 636, TOE 642, TOE 644, TOE 645, TOE 648 and to add IT 567, IT 569, IT 609, IT 620, IT 636, IT 642, IT 644, IT 645, IT 648, IT 666, and IT 692.  

Discussion centered on the use of the prefix IT.  A memo from Dr. Ruth Ann Cade, Director of the School of Engineering Technology, expressed the concern that the IT prefix often means 

"Industrial Technology" or "Information Technology."  Mr. Fletcher asked why the Department of Technology Education couldn't use "ITE" to stand for "Instructional Technology Education."  Dr. Mann responded that their program is officially "Technology Education," and that prefixes can mean different things in different disciplines.  Mr. Fletcher stated that he strongly objects to the IT prefix.
