1.0 Call to Order

Dr. Villeponteaux called the meeting to order at 3:04 p.m.

2.0 Adoption of Agenda

5.0 Old Business

5.1 Policy Review Committee

Dr. Cannon made a motion to propose the following change in the current graduate regulations concerning qualifying examinations:

"At or near the beginning of the student's work beyond the Master's level, the department or school may require a preliminary examination to determine the student's qualifications to pursue a doctoral degree and to assist the student's advisory committee in planning the degree program.  The details of the qualifying examination, including the time, date and place of administration, will be determined by the particular department." 

The motion was seconded and passed.   

6.0 New Business

6.1 Dr. Swager made a motion to add ED 797.  The motion to add ED 797

was withdrawn.  Dr. Perkins asked Dr. Miller and Dr. Swager to review

the course description.  The bulletin description should be limited to 180 spaces. 

Dr. Swager made a motion to add IDV 721, IDV 727, and IDV 797 as a block.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Miller presented the proposal to allow the GMAT exam for admission to the Ph.D. program.  After some discussion, it was agreed that Dean Griffin would seek advice from the University Attorney's office about this proposed change in admission requirements.  No action was taken.

6.3.1.1 Center for Science and Mathematics Education

Dr. Asper made a motion to add Coastal Science Emphasis Area to the Center for Science and Mathematics Education's Master's and doctoral programs.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Naghshpour made a motion to add Medical Technology Emphasis Area to the Center for Science and Mathematics Education's doctoral program.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Cannon made a motion to add Marine Science Emphasis Area.

The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Ragsdale made a motion to add COA 517.  The motion was seconded and passed.
