1.0 Call to Order

Dr. Cannon called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.  He introduced new members of the 2000-2001 Graduate Council.

2.0 Adoption of Agenda

Dr. Cannon presented the agenda for approval.  Dr. Ragsdale made a motion to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded and passed.

3.0 Approval of Minutes

Dr. Cannon presented the September 25, 2000 minutes for approval.  Dr. Yadrick made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed.

4.0 Executive Committee Reports

4.1 Chair's Report

Dr. Cannon presented to council the electronic distribution of the minutes and the agenda on the web.  Council voting and non-voting members will be e-mailed the minutes and agenda as an attachment.  They will be put on the web after council approval.  Dr. Reeves-Kazelskis made a motion to approve the electronic distribution of the minutes and the agenda.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Cannon noted that the bylaws committee was complete.  Dr. Villeponteaux is serving as chair of that committee.  Members include Dr. Santangelo and Dr. Flannagan.

4.2 Corresponding Secretary's Report

Dr. Griffin discussed the idea of enforcing the current policy of continuous enrollment for doctoral candidates and the number of hours required.  Dr. Cannon referred this to the Policy Review Committee.

Dr. Griffin stated that in response to several comments from the University community, it appears some students are using the degree letters 

(Ph.D. or Ed.D.) before their doctoral degree is awarded.  Please remind colleges of the protocol.

Dr. Siltanen recommended the reinstatement of the plan of study for all graduate students and consolidating the plan of study application for degree and application for candidacy into one form.  Council endorsed her recommendation with the goal of beginning spring 2001 for application of degree and candidacy and the plan of study to begin the summer of 2001.

Dr. Yadrick presented the Credentials Committee report to council for approval.  The committee met Friday, October 20, 2000.  (See attached).  Dr. Yadrick made a motion to approve the recommendations.  The motion was seconded and passed.
