Dr. Yadrick called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

4.0 Executive Committee Reports

4.1 Chair's Report

Dr. Yadrick spoke of some priorities for the upcoming year.  We will be looking at a draft of the by-laws.  The policy committee has been asked to consider the residency requirement and the impact of online courses in Distance Learning.  Another area of interest will be a program review of graduate programs.  This is a S.A.C.'s requirement and has not been formalized University wide.  Many of our graduate programs do have a process in place.  

Dr. Yadrick also presented the new form for course proposals to Council. 

Dr. Siltanen made a request to have asterisks and statements on the form and in the Guidelines for Proposals booklet coincide.  Dr. Flanagan made a motion to accept the new form for course proposals with some modifications.  The motion to accept was approved.

Dr. Yadrick made a request to place the plagiarism statement, which is currently in the Student Handbook, into the Graduate Bulletin.  Council indicated that the word secondary should be omitted from the first sentence.  Dr. Ragsdale made a motion to approve the statement as indicated above.  The motion was seconded and passed.

4.2 Corresponding Secretary's Report

Dr. Siltanen reported for Dr. Cotten.  She announced the National Institute of Health Conference in progress which will provide additional information about grant funding from NIH.

4.3 Associate Dean's Report

Dr. Siltanen indicated that graduate enrollment was up.  There is continued interest in moving forward regarding the two certificate areas, college teaching and professional development.  She asked that any Council members interested

in serving on a committee for either one of these areas contact her.  She noted

that there is grant money available to support professional development programs for doctoral students, for example Dr. Moore in biological sciences is pursing a grant.
