Policy Ad Hoc Committee - Dr. Drummond presented a proposal in reference to residency requirements for the Specialist's and Doctoral degrees. The new policy is as follows:



Residency

The purposes of residency are to provide doctoral students with significant time for extensive involvement with faculty, professional colleagues, and peers and to provide a period of time for concentrated study and coursework.  It is structured as a full-time experience.  The following are options for satisfying the residency requirement: (a) two consecutive terms of 12 hours each, (b) two consecutive summer terms of 12 hours each with continuous enrollment during intervening terms, or (c) three consecutive full-time terms.  Students must consult with individual departments regarding which of these options are approved and whether online or off-campus courses are approved.


The proposal was approved.  It will replace the first two paragraphs on page 23 in the 2001-2002 Graduate Bulletin.
