The Doctoral Committee

The faculty handbook currently reads on page 23 of the 2002-2003 Graduate Bulletin as follows:

V. The Doctoral Committee

The student’s work toward the doctoral degree is supervised by a departmental committee composed of a chair and at least four members recommended by the department chair and appointed by the Graduate Dean.  Qualified individuals from outside the University may serve if they have specialized knowledge needed by the student and are approved by the Graduate council.

Proposed change

V. The Doctoral Committee

A departmental committee composed of a chair and at least three members recommended by the department chair and appointed by the Graduate Dean supervises the student’s work towards the doctoral degree.

Qualified individuals from outside the University may serve if they have specialized knowledge needed by the student and are approved by the Graduate council, where at least three of the members are from inside the University.
