Graduate Council Minutes

The Graduate Council met at 3:30 p.m. on September 22, 2003 Union, Room B with Dr. Hal Shoemaker, 

Chair of the Graduate Council, presiding.

1.0
Call to Order

Dr. Shoemaker called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.  An introduction of all present was conducted.  
2.0
Adoption of Agenda

Dr. Shoemaker presented the agenda for approval.  He requested that LIS 506 and LIS 638 be added to the agenda. Dr. Yadrick moved and Dr. Bushardt seconded a motion to accept the agenda as modified.  The motion passed.

3.0
Approval of Minutes

Dr. Shoemaker presented the June 23, 2003 minutes for approval.  Dr. Yadrick moved and  

Dr. Sterling-Turner seconded a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion passed.

4.0 Officers Reports

4.1 Chair's Report – Dr. Shoemaker stated that due to changes in the restructuring of the University, the Graduate Council was required to be reorganized.  Previously elected members in some areas took council over the cap of four representatives.  Dr. Shoemaker appointed an Ad hoc Committee made up of Dr. Kathy Yadrick, Dr. Gordon Cannon, and Dr. Mary Villeponteaux to discuss caps.  The following options were presented.  

1) The committee recommended the establishment of a selection process to appoint council members.
2) Allowing the colleges to have one more representative for this year.

There are two interim Deans on council this calendar year.  Dean Exline, who is 
ex-officio, is going to appoint a year long proxy.  If she doesn’t continue as Dean and wants to come back this will allow her to finish her term and keep the numbers of representatives the same.  Dr. Pierce, also a Dean, will not appoint a proxy.  This allows the College of Education and Psychology to have the number of representatives elected.  Dr. Siltanen stated that Graduate Council is at the maximum number of representatives the bylaws allow.  Dr. Shoemaker stated that the By-laws Committee will need to review this issue further.   
4.2 Corresponding Secretary's Report – No report.  
4.3 Assistant Provost – Dr. Siltanen stated that in the past the role of Corresponding Secretary has been the Dean of the Graduate School.  The Dean would therefore endorse any action taken by council and forward to the Provost.  She suggested that the Bylaws Committee review the appointing of a Corresponding Secretary.  

5.0 Standing Committee Reports

5.1 Bylaws Committee – Dr. Yadrick volunteered to serve as Chair of the Bylaws Committee.  Dr. Shoemaker has agreed to serve on this committee.  
5.2 Credentials Committee - Dr. Powell is Chair of the Credentials Committee.  

Dr. Shoemaker and Dr. Ross will also serve on this committee.  Dr. Powell submitted the Credentials Committee report for approval.  (See Attached).  The report was approved.

Election Committee – Dr. Ross volunteered to serve as Chair of the Elections Committee.  Dr. Shoemaker asked her to appoint two council representatives to serve on this committee.

Policies and Procedures Committee – Dr. Shoemaker appointed Dr. Ed Mann as Chair of the Policies and Procedures Committee.  Dr. Sterling-Turner has volunteered to serve on this committee.
6.0 Ad Hoc Committee – No report.

7.0 Unfinished Business 

7.1
Appoint Doctoral requirements committee
Last year Dr. Shoemaker and Dr. Pierce served on an Ad hoc Committee which looked into the maximum number of hours for doctoral programs.  The current policy is 54 beyond masters and 84 beyond bachelors, except for Education Leadership and Research.  Council decided to table this issue due to the restructuring of the University.  
Dr. Shoemaker asked for volunteers to serve on this committee.  He suggested that the Policies and Procedures Committee review this issue.  

7.2 Review bylaws for Council (consider change cap to 5)

Dr. Shoemaker discussed increasing the cap from four to five representatives.  According to the current bylaws there is one representative for every 30 graduate faculty with a cap of four.  However, this would affect two different colleges, Science and Technology and Arts and Letters.  

7.3 Changing representation at Stennis, Gulf Park, and Gulf Park Research Lab.

Dr. Shoemaker stated that assuring representation from every sector could result in including representation from the Gulf Coast Research Lab and Stennis.  If these two areas are included this would increase council by another two representatives.  Dr. Shoemaker suggested that the Bylaws Committee review this issue.
7.4 Appoint Ad hoc Committee to consider requirements for undergraduate students to take

graduate classes

There has been discussion regarding undergraduate students taking graduate level courses.  Currently students are allowed to take six hours as an undergraduate which can be applied toward their masters.  Dr. Bushardt agreed to serve on the Policy Review Committee which has been asked to review this issue.
7.5 Elect one-year Chair-elect

The bylaws state that if the current Chair leaves and the Chair-Elect takes a position as Dean, a new Chair is nominated to serve a two year term.  Dr. Shoemaker, as the new Chair, does not think it is appropriate for him to serve two terms because of the way he came into office.  There is consideration that if Dr. Joan Exline does not continue with her interim position as Dean that she move back into the Chair’s position.  
Dr. Bushardt moved and Dr. Powell seconded a motion to suspend the current bylaws regarding the Chair’s position for 2003-2004 and that the Chair serve one-year only. The motion passed.    
Dr. Bushardt moved and Dr. Yadrick seconded a motion to suspend the secret ballot voting procedure and go with a voice ballot to elect Dr. Shoemaker as Chair.  The motion passed.  
Dr. Shoemaker stated the need for further discussion regarding the position of Chair-Elect.  The position of Chair-Elect should serve one year depending on Dr. Exline’s position.  If Dr. Exline returns for the 2004-2005 term, then she will serve as Chair.  If she does not return during the 2004-2005 term then Dr. Shoemaker will serve as Chair for that year as well.  According to the bylaws, a representative can be elected to the Graduate Council for a period of three years and then be re-elected for another three year appointment.  After that time, the representative would have to step down for one year and then be re-elected. Therefore the representative needs to be someone that is either in the first year of their term or eligible for re-election.  
Dr. Ross moved and Dr. Yadrick seconded a motion to elect a Vice-Chair for the 
2003-2004 year only.  The motion passed.  Council will address the issue dealing with electing a new Chair next year.  
There was discussion on nominating and electing a Vice-Chair which would be a tentative position for the 2003-2004 term.  Dr. Shoemaker asked for nominations for Vice-Chair.  Dr. Young nominated Dr. Bill Powell.  Dr. Bushardt moved and Dr. Beck seconded a motion to close the floor for nominations.  The motion passed. 
Dr. Young moved and Dr. Yadrick seconded a motion to accept Dr. Bill Powell as 
Vice-Chair for the 2003-2004 term.  The motion passed.  
7.6 Course Program Proposals
7.6.1
College of Education and Psychology
7.6.1.1 Department of Curriculum, Instruction and Special Education

Dr. Sterling-Turner moved and Dr. Yadrick seconded a motion to table the addition of CIR 692, 791, 792 and CISE 802 due to no representative being present.  The motion passed.

7.6.1.2 Department of Technology Education
Dr. Ross moved and Dr. Sterling-Turner seconded a motion to table the modification of BTE 565, the addition of BTE 510, and the deletion of BTE 561 and BTE 563 due to no representative being present.  The motion passed.




7.6.1.3
School of Library and Information Science




Dr. Haynes represented the School of Library and Information Science and
explained the request to modify LIS 506 and LIS 638.  Dr. Ross moved and
Dr. Young seconded a motion to table the modification of LIS 506 and 

LIS 638 due to not enough time to review proposals.  The motion passed.
7.6.2
College of Health
Dr. Hudson represented the College of Health and explained the request to modify HHS 601.  Dr. Bushardt moved and Dr. Yadrick seconded a motion to accept the modification of HHS 601.  The motion passed. 
8.0 Announcements

There was discussion on out-of-state fees for graduate students.  Part-time graduate students 
(8 hours or less) are not assessed out-of-state fees.  However, if financial aid is involved the student would have to be full-time, therefore the student would be charged the out-of-state fee.  
Dr. Siltanen volunteered to check on a policy for out-of-state fees pertaining to part-time graduate students.  
Dr. Powell discussed the course proposal form and nontraditional format.  Dr. Tim Rehner, Chair of the Academic Council, is currently making changes to the course proposal form.  
Dr. Shoemaker will contact Dr. Rehner in regards to the course proposal form.  Dr. Siltanen stated that courses that are 50% or more on-line have to be reported to IHL.  Dr. Powell stated that it is programs not courses. 

Dr. Ross requested that a memo be sent to all the Deans and Department Chairs informing them of what Council looks for when evaluating on-line course proposals.  Dr. Siltanen noted that SACS is concerned about the access to research and how faculty is gathering student evaluations pertaining to on-line courses.  Evaluations are done in the fall for every course. 

Dr. Siltanen discussed the process of retrieving forms from the web page.   She suggested that a web page pertaining to forms be created for Academic and Graduate Council.  Council discussed the need to form a joint committee with Academic Council in regards to changes that affect both Councils.  Dr. Siltanen stated that three years of minutes should be available on the web page.   

Dr. Shoemaker stated that the Executive Committee is to meet October 20, 2003, with the following present, Chair, Chair-Elect, Parliamentarian, and Corresponding Secretary of Graduate Council.
