Dr. Bond discussed combined Masters/Ph.D. programs with Council.  He asked that they review the draft proposal and discuss further during the June 28, 2004 meeting.

Dr. Bond presented Council with a copy of several handouts that describe students having the option of submitting dissertations and theses electronically.  He discussed different issues about the different agreements with Council.  Dr. Bond asked that in the near future Council discuss a pilot phase on a voluntary basis with different departments.
