Call to Order

Dr. Shoemaker called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.  

2.0
Adoption of Agenda

Dr. Shoemaker presented the agenda for approval.  He asked that the presentation of the CBED Memorandum be removed from the agenda.  Dr. Mann asked that under 7.0 two new items be added.  Dr. Ross asked that 9.1 be added to speak of a plaque in memory of Dr. Jesse Palmer.   Dr. Powell moved and Dr. Young seconded a motion to accept the agenda as amended.  The motion passed.

Approval of Minutes

Dr. Shoemaker presented the January 26, 2004 minutes for approval.  Dr. Ross moved and 

Dr. Young seconded a motion to accept the minutes.  The motion passed. 

4.0 Officers’ Reports

Chair's Report – Dr. Shoemaker passed around a get well card for Ms. Joyce Sanders.  He requested that Standing Committee Chairs be added to the bylaws on page 5, article VII, section 1.  Dr. Shoemaker appointed Dr. Jennifer Torres as Chair of the Program Review Committee.

Corresponding Secretary's Report – Dr. Bond distributed a proposed draft on a continuous enrollment policy that applies only to doctoral students.  Dr. Ross also distributed a handout on degree requirements for masters and specialists.  Dr. Bond asked that members review and be prepared to discuss at the March 2004 meeting.

Dr. Bond asked for clarification of the $25.00 application fee to apply to Graduate Studies that is assessed to out-of-state students.  He is curious as to why this fee is not assessed to in-state students and is concerned that it might send bad signals to out-of-state students.  Dr. Mann moved and Dr. Powell seconded a motion to assess the $25.00 application fee to all students applying to Graduate Studies.   

Dr. Bond spoke of a policy in the graduate bulletin that speaks of a conditional student at the master’s level maintaining a grade point average of at least 3.00 on the first nine (9) semester hours of course work numbered 500 or above or on all courses taken while completing this nine (9) hour requirement.  He suggested that the wording in this paragraph be slightly revised to reflect graduate course work.  Dr. Ross moved and 

Dr. Mann seconded a motion giving Dr. Bradley Bond editorial privileges to alter this statement.  The motion passed.  

Dr. Bond asked that council members have their colleagues forward either a hard copy or electronic copy of their graduate student handbooks to him.  He would like to have these in the Office of Graduate Studies to use as a reference for students.
