Any elected member of the Graduate Council is eligible to hold the office of Chair-Elect.  The Chair-Elect is elected by secret ballot during the April meeting.  Whoever is elected serves as Chair-Elect in his/her first year (beginning with the May meeting) and Chair of the Council in the following year.  If the Chair-Elect’s term of service is due to conclude at the end of his/her year of service as Chair-Elect, it may be extended one year in order to complete the year of service as Chair of the Council.  The Chair-Elect’s responsibilities include but are not limited to:

1. Assisting the Chair with Graduate Council activities and responsibilities.
