Dr. Mann stated that he received a memo from the Provost in reference to diplomas and residence hour requirements.  All diplomas will simply confer a degree through the appropriate college at Southern Miss.  Also, the current 12-hour stipulation referenced in the graduate bulletin (page 91) will only apply to transfer students and not to students who opt to move from one campus or location to another within Southern Miss.

Dr. Mann discussed program review.  The approach that will be taken is an ad hoc committee that will consist of members from the Graduate and Academic Councils.  

Dr. Siltanen stated that Dr. Exline requested a good plan be established.  This plan would need to be approved by both councils.  An ad hoc committee needs to be formed by no later than June in order to establish this plan. 

Dr. Mann reported on the meeting with Commissioner Crofts.  There were three representatives from Graduate Council, Academic Council, and Faculty Senate present.    Each of these groups met with Commissioner Crofts individually.  The objective of the meeting was to get input for the President’s evaluation.  Dr. Mann, Dr. Siltanen, and 

Dr. Powell expressed concern about procedures not being followed that affected graduate education.

New Executive Master’s Degree in Public Health – Dr. Beck spoke about the new “executive” master’s degree in Public Health that was proposed to Graduate Council several months ago.  Council denied a waiver of the GRE entry requirement in addition to sending the proposal back to the College of Health for review, as it had not been approved by the College Curriculum Committee.  

Dr. Beck discussed the status of the executive MPH with the Director of Community Health Sciences, Dr. James McGuire, on April 26, 2005.  Dr. McGuire stated that the program was changed to make it identical to the regular MPH, with both groups of students being required to take GRE as an admission requirement. 
 Both groups of students are required to take the same courses and the same number of hours.  However, Dr. McGuire stated that the executive MPH students do not take the comprehensive exams, but substitute an extensive project. 

Dr. Siltanen stated that comprehensive exams are required in each program and that each program determines the nature of the comprehensive exams.  Based on discussion of the program, Council requested that Dr. Mann and Dr. Siltanen discuss concerns with Dr. McGuire.
