Dr. Mann reported on concern from Dr. Holloway on students being cited for plagiarism or other violations of student conduct being immediately dismissed from class by the instructor.  This process allows the student to appeal the grade only after the grade is posted at the end of a semester during which time students will miss classes with no rights of appeal during the semester.  Dr. Holloway has suggested that a body of individuals be formed to meet within a reasonable amount of time (72 hours of notification of the student and faculty members decision) to oversee this issue.  Dr. Siltanen stated that an Appeals and Credit Committee is already established and can hear appeals regarding plagiarism or other violations of student conduct.  Dr. Yadrick moved and Dr. Ross seconded a motion stating that the current Appeals and Credit Committee hear appeals on plagiarism or other activities that has a student removed immediately from class.  The motion passed.   

Dr. Mann stated that Dr. Exline’s office is requesting Graduate Council provide a representative for the Non-Credit Programs Over-Site Committee.  Dr. Yadrick moved and Dr. Ross seconded a motion to nominate Dr. John Rachal to serve on this committee as the representative for the Graduate Council.  The motion passed.
