Chair – Dr. Susan C. Ross

Dr. Ross discussed the following with Council.

· In late October Dr. Belle Wheelan, President of SACS, made a visit to campus.  Dr. Wheelan met with the Administration, but no faculty leadership groups such as Academic Council, Graduate Council, Faculty Senate, and Council of Chairs, were invited to meet with her.  A letter was drafted and sent to Dr. Wheelan from the leadership of the four groups. Dr. Wheelan responded stating that this was not an official visit.  A copy of the letter was forwarded to Dr. Joan Exline.  Dr. Exline called the action an embarrassment to the university.
· Dr. Ross discussed e-mail correspondence between Dr. Jeffrey Evans, IHL Staff, and Provost Grimes in reference to the 124 hour degree ruling.  In the correspondence, Dr. Grimes told Dr. Evans that he was not to contact the IHL Board without his permission.  A letter was sent to Dr. Grimes, signed by Dr. Susan C. Ross as chair of Graduate Council, Dr. Jeffrey Evans as chair of Academic Council, Dr. William Powell as President of Faculty Senate, and Dr. Michael Forster as chair of Council of Chairs stating that faculty have the right to contact outside groups.
Dr. Ross stated that Graduate and Academic Council received a request from Faculty Senate to consider a review process for all courses offered through an alternative mode of delivery.  Dr. Lares moved and Dr. Powell seconded a motion to develop an ad hoc committee to join with members of the Academic Council to address this issue.  The motion passed.  Dr. Hudson and Dr. Bushardt have volunteered to serve on this committee.  Dr. Siltanen will chair this committee as a non-voting member.

Dr. Kaul stated that the committee had met once since receiving its charge.  The committee will now begin the fact-finding stage of its deliberations, with the goal of bringing a recommendation and accompanying rationale to the Graduate Council in February 2006.

Program Review Committee – Dr. Jane Hudson, Chair

Dr. Hudson stated that the Program Review Process developed by Graduate Council was sent to SACS.  The program review process was to start in March 2005; however, many programs have not been able to start the process due to other accreditation requirements and Hurricane Katrina.  Therefore, we must proceed from this point to produce the review by April 2006, SACS visit.  
At the Graduate Council executive meeting, Dr. Jane Hudson and Dr. Susan Siltanen were asked to meet with Dr. Joan Exline for clarification.  They did so on Wednesday, November 23, 2005.  Dr. Exline stated the reviews should be in by April 2006 and a list of programs to be reviewed as developed by the Deans was obtained.  Dr. Susan Siltanen, 
Dr. Ben Velasquez (from Academic Council) and Dr. Jane Hudson met for lunch on November 23, 2005 to discuss how to approach the task.  Tentative plans were developed and another meeting arranged for Tuesday, November 29, 2005 for Dr. Ben Velasquez (Academic Council), Dr. Jeff Evans (Academic Council), Dr. Susan Ross (Graduate Council), Dr. Jane Hudson (Graduate Council), and Dr. Susan Siltanen (Graduate Council) to develop final plans as how to proceed.  This will be presented to the Deans’ Council and Graduate Council on December 12, 2005.  Dr. Lares moved and Dr. Daniels seconded a motion stating that Graduate Council will conduct an e-mail vote on these plans prior to the December 12th meeting.  The motion passed.
Discussion occurred regarding the fact that 18 internal reviews were needed and 18 other programs that held programmatic accreditation were to be reviewed.  Council agreed to allow the individuals meeting on November 29, 2005 from Academic and Graduate Councils to decide whether programs that held programmatic accreditation would be required to submit the identical materials as the internal reviewed programs or whether the Self-Study documents alone could suffice.  Dr. Hudson stated that everyone on the Graduate Council would be asked to serve as reviewer for several programs between the last week in February and the first week of March.  She also stated that external reviewers would have to visit campus during the month of March in order to have the reviews completed by the first of April, 2006.  She also asked who would pay for the external reviewers and was told by Dean Pierce and Dr. Siltanen that Dr. Exline had agreed to pay the expenses associated with reviews.  Concern was expressed as to whether reviewers could be found on such short notice and whether hotel rooms were available.

Dr. Ross stated that she needs input from Graduate Council on how on-line programs are reviewed.  It was stated that four colleges, College of Arts and Letters, College of Business, College of Education and Psychology, and College of Health are presenting graduate programs and College of Science and Technology is presenting undergraduate programs.
