Dr. Lares stated that since the last Graduate Council meeting, she has attended two meetings of the Distance Education committee (14 December 05; 18 January 06) and one of the Academic Enterprise System Planning Subcommittee (13 January 06).  She reported that besides various smaller issues of getting this or that component identified and promoted, the Committee and Subcommittee are mostly concerned with our being at a crossroads with out entire electronic course delivery system.  Because WebCT and Blackboard are merging, USM is not going to automatically upgrade to the next version of WebCT, but rather the Distance Education committee is trying to assess which of the models out there will meet our ongoing needs for electronically assisted course delivery, including not just fully online courses but also hybrid courses and face-to-face courses that make use of electronic supplements.

The Academic Enterprise System Planning Subcommittee has compiled a list of desiderata for the replacement system that includes as many variables as we can think of; the subcommittee is trying to create a plan for selection of the system; the actual selection will involve more persons.
Not only must we choose an adequate and flexible system, but-even more importantly—we need to secure ongoing financial support for whatever system is chosen.  Whatever we put in will need to be maintained.  As you might imagine, the current staff is stressed to the limit, with insufficient depth and insufficient redundancy of personnel.
Since the project is in the fact-gathering stage, Dr. Lares solicited added comments and suggestions from any members of Graduate Council who are using any kind or degree of electronic course delivery.  She added that in order to understand the issue in electronic course delivery, she has herself applied for supplements for each of her spring classes and is in the process of getting them set up.
