“In this section, please include your justification to add, modify, or delete a course or program based upon assessment needs.  The justification must include more than a statement such as, “We studied the data and made this decision.”

Mr. Judd moved and Dr. Rachal seconded a motion to keep the current statement regarding courses.  The motion passed.

“In this section, please include your justification to add, modify, or delete a program or emphasis area based upon assessment needs.  The justification must include more than a statement such as, “We studied the data and made this decision.”
