Distance Education Committee – Dr. Jameela Lares

Dr. Lares presented the following report to Council.  
· The electronic course delivery system from Web-CT to CE 6 has been upgraded.  The new system will be easier for all to learn.

· Ed Psych has requested the acquisition of “TK20,” an assessment tool which may nevertheless be considerably redundant with those assessment tools already in place.  Provost Grimes will supervise its implementation with a view to reducing redundancy.

· The University is in the midst of a first-time IT audit from the State Auditor.  The audit is designed for a state agency rather than an educational institution, so the necessary academic privacy issues have to be dealt with.

· 2008 is the target for computer security for administrative functions.  There is also a move to establish a laptop budget that would provide a new laptop every three years to every faculty member.  
· Other things in the works include the near-completion of the wireless network upgrade that will allow for the separation of faculty on students on the network, and the recent acquisition of a more powerful anti-spam program called ‘Barracuda.”

Evaluation of Teaching – Dr. William Powell

This has to do with student evaluation teaching and the online evaluation. Dr. Powell stated the plan is to move the evaluation process towards a goal to the University-wide items on the questionnaire supplemented with college, department, and possibly course specific items.

9.2 University Doctoral Assistantships Guidelines

Dr. Middlebrooks stated this is a continuation of the program that was started last academic year.  Concerns of the Graduate Council center around the continued source of the funds for this program and possible effects (positive or negative) on existing programs.  Plans for acquiring/identifying sources of funds needed for long term support of the program were also of concern.  
Continued concern was expressed over the lack of opportunity for the Graduate Council to participate in discussion and planning of the program.  Dr. Powell moved and 

Dr. Kaul seconded a motion to form an Ad Hoc Committee to address this issue.  The motion passed.  Dr. Susan Siltanen will be the convener and other members are Mr. Judd, Dr. Daniel, and Dr. Sterling-Turner.
