9.1 Mr. Greg Pierce announced that SOAR will be down from November 14-18 for the upgrade.
9.2 Dr. Shiao Wang stated that there was some concern among faculty in biological sciences on how the GPA is calculated for Graduate students.  He feels the GPA calculation is somewhat inflated since grades earned for research are also calculated in the GPA. His proposal is to possibly find a way only calculate lecture classes into the GPA.  After much discussion and a few suggestions it was decided the council will try to come up with a solution. 
9.3 Dr. Shiao Wang questioned a statement in the catalog where it is stated that for admission into a doctoral program a master’s degree is required.  Dr. Blackwell delegated this matter to the policies and procedures committee to look deeper into this policy.
9.4 Dr. Shiao Wang had concern for the guidelines in regards to writing a thesis and dissertation.  One of the current guidelines is that 100% cotton paper must be used.  Dr. Wang feels that this is now hardly necessary because when using this paper in a printer the ink does not stick as well.  Dr. Wang also thinks that as we are moving forward into a more electronic era that it might be better for students to take advantage of emailing their information.  For one because it makes it easier to distribute the material as well as store it.  Dr. Siltanen commented that it may be easier for the department to keep up with this material electronically however for the library and archiving purposes it is preferred to store the paper copy of these documents.  Dr. Siltanen stated that it is being looked into to use a CD for Proquest.
9.5 Dr. Burnett inquired if it was necessary for students who are enrolled in an online graduate program to submit their immunization records.   Dr. Siltanen commented that immunization records were state mandated and Connie Morgan would need to answer that question.
