· Any printed material with the university logo and intended for outside audiences must be sent to the university proofreader prior to dissemination.

· Plans are in place to review the university website to address challenges encountered in navigating the website and locating information.

· Discussions are ongoing with regard to vacant faculty lines and salary differential disposition.  The Deans have submitted a proposal to the President that allows the Colleges to maintain 95% of the salary associated with vacant lines with 5% of the salary provided to the President.

· Discussions are ongoing with regard to Sungard and services offered to the university.  The administration expresses support for online programs but is unsure what support will be provided by Sungard.  An expanded helpdesk offered through the Learning Enhancement Center is being considered.

· Applications for faculty awards are available on the Provost’s webpage.

· The Provost Search Committee has met, the advertisement is in the Chronicle, and applications will be reviewed as early as November.  Off-site interviews are planned for January, and campus interviews may take place as early as February.  The new Provost will assume office on July 1.
Dr. Blackwell asked for those that are on the various Deans searches to please give a report.  She mentioned that she is aware that the College of Education and Psychology has met but she is unsure of their progress.

Dr. Brown reported that The Library Search Committee has met twice to draft a job announcement.  The position for the Library will be Dean of University Libraries as the job title.  The search committee hopes to get an ad finalized and released early in October 2007. Graduate Council members can contact Denise Brown with any specific questions or requests relative to the search for the Dean position.

Dr. Fos, who chairs the College of Business search, reported that the committee has met and are now determining the ad and job description.  He stated that it should be in the Provosts office by the end of the week and the position should be posted by the beginning of October.  The search for Dean of the College of Business is planned to be approximately thirty days behind the Provost’s search.
Dr. Kaul mentioned that he is on the committee for the College of Arts and Letters and they were scheduled to meet on Wednesday, September 26th.
