Chair’s Report

April, 2008

The university will implement an online employment workflow process beginning August 1, 2008.  This is stand-alone software designed specifically for higher education.  It is anticipated that the software will streamline the application process for faculty and staff.  Training will be offered to the university community prior to implementation.

Renovation to College Hall has been delayed until January 2010.  In the meantime, construction of a new classroom building to replace the University Commons has been designated as the university’s #1 capital improvement project.

New faculty activities are scheduled for Sunday, August 17 and Monday, August 18.  New faculty members will be invited to a reception with Dr. Saunders on Sunday evening, and LEC training will be held 8:30-11:30 Monday morning.  Departmental and college meetings will occur Monday afternoon.  Classes begin Wednesday, August 20.

Approval for online courses, online programs, and the addition or change of program sites must go through the appropriate approval process.  Neglecting to do so places the university in jeopardy with SACS.

Websites are under construction and should be available soon for the University Strategic Planning Committee and the Strategic Enrollment Committee.  Information regarding process as well as permanent resources will be made available.

A committee has been formed to review the faculty awards process.  Specifically, structure of awards committees, links that evolved over the past few years to college awards, and plans to improve timing and communication will be discussed.

The Provost solicited input with regard to the most appropriate unit to manage control of the university’s web presence.  If there are suggestions, please contact the Provost.

The Provost will form a committee to identify appropriate processes for continuity of operations in times of emergency/crisis.

Finalists for Dean in the College of Business, College of Arts and Letters, and Library have been selected.  Pending notification and acceptance, announcements will be made shortly.

Changes to USM articulation agreements were submitted to IHL for review by community college representatives.  Following a final review by the IHL Articulation Subcommittee, proposed changes will be approved at the April IHL meeting.  Changes will be implemented Fall 2009. 

Clarification is forthcoming regarding the issue of tenure clock and third year review for faculty members awarded credit toward tenure.

A freeze has been placed on course fees.  This will not affect fees currently in place, but changes to existing fees as well as proposals for new fees will not be considered until further notice

Ad Hoc Distance Learning Committee – Academic and Graduate Councils

April 10, 2008

Recommendations to be presented to Academic and Graduate Councils for consideration:

1.  Variable topics courses, including seminars, special problems, and independent study courses, must have initial approval for online delivery but do not have to seek approval by the Councils for each change of topic.

2.  Faculty must have received training in the University Web-based course management system before teaching an online course.  Faculty members now teaching online courses are exempted from this requirement.

3.  The decision whether variable topics courses, independent study, special problems, thesis and dissertation courses should be changed and approved to an online course format should be left up to the individual department.

4.  If a student can obtain more than 50% of the major requirements through online courses, regardless of whether those courses are in or outside the department, the program must seek approval by the College Council and Academic Council to be offered as an online undergraduate program (the over 50% criteria does not pertain to GEC courses).

5.  A department must seek approval by the College Council and Graduate Council to be offered as an online graduate program if a student can take more than 50% of the degree requirements through online graduate courses.

6.  A question should be added to the Add Course and Modify Course approval forms that addresses whether the program will become over 50% online with approval of that particular course.

7.  Courses that consist of more than 50% online delivery are classified as online courses and must be approved as such.

8.  Courses designated as online must use the University Web-based course management system or must    have an alternative delivery system approved by the Provost.

9.  Online courses must have the X section designation or exceptions must be approved by the Provost.

10.  The Academic and Graduate Councils should initiate a process whereby courses using alternative delivery methods (e.g., eight-week courses, five-week courses, mini-sessions, etc.) be reviewed over time.
