Dr. Siltanen reported on the Council of Graduate Schools annual conference. She noted that the GRE will have a new section called the Personal Potential Index. This section will be optional and there will be no extra charge to test takers unless they want to take that section only. This Index provides ratings of applicants by five evaluators on six dimensions: (1) knowledge and creativity, (2) communication skills, (3) teamwork, (4) resilience, (5) planning and organization, and (6) ethics and integrity. It also provides an overall applicant evaluation and allows for open-ended comments. This new Index will be offered starting in summer of 2009. Dr. Siltanen will host some sessions for faculty, chairs, and graduate coordinators in the spring.  Dr. Siltanen informed Council that Dr. Lyman approved the reduction of credit hours needed to obtain a graduate certificate to 12.  She also informed Council that Dr. Lyman endorsed Grad Council’s resolution concerning graduate assistantships and that the grad assistantship budget was spared the 2% cuts this year.

Report from December 5, 2008 Strategic Enrollment Planning Council (SEPC) Meeting

· Dr. Jim Mager from Noel-Levitz met with the SEPC to clarify the role of the Academic Planning Group in recommending the level of support for academic programs. These recommendations will be considered in future budget cut/increase decisions and will replace the across-the-board cuts that have been in place for years but, according to the consultants, are the worst possible action a university can take.

· Dr. Mager informed the SEPC that a draft strategic enrollment plan will be submitted for review by the SEPC on January 14, 2009 prior to the January 16 meeting. The plan for the fall semester will focus primarily on traditional students on the Hattiesburg campus; plans for the following spring will focus on Gulf Coast students and graduate students.

· The SEPC’s next meeting with Dr. Mager will be on January 16, 2009.

Report from November 24, 2008 Provost Council Meeting

· Dr. Lyman announced to the deans and other administrators to present him with their plans for a 2% budget (not expenditure!) reduction by December 5. The total amount of these cuts for USM is $1.9 million.

· Mr. Homer Coffman announced that an Academic Technology Committee (ATC) will be established in February 2009 to assess technology needs for USM. The first task of the committee will be to look at IVN. A task force will be looking at standardization procedures to guide PC acquisitions.

· Ms. Allison Easterwood reminded the Council that it is unacceptable practice for faculty to set up Paypal accounts in USM’s name or connect their own Paypal account to a USM account. USM is using exclusively Touchnet (via iTech) for P-card purchases. Dr. Lymon added that it is also unacceptable for faculty to collect money from individuals (e.g. students) and hold that money in their personal accounts before depositing it into a university account.

· Drs. Lyman and Powell reported on the latest initiatives to increase student retention at USM (see Sabine Heinhorst’s report from November 17, 2008 Graduate Council meeting). Dr. Lyman emphasized the need for a culture change to make our campus more user-friendly and for an increased effort to engage first and second year students in learning communities and other campus activities.

· Dr. Oshrin announced that Faculty Senate was organizing a Legislative Forum on campus. Several MS legislators will visit USM to discuss legislative issues with Southern Miss faculty. The event will take place on December 11th at 4:00 pm in TCC 214. He expressed his hope that the event would be well attended.

· Dr. Easterling asked for nominations for the IHL Black History Month Educator of the Year Award. The award “recognizes a faculty member or staff member who has demonstrated positive advancement of diversity on campus and within the university committee.” Nominations will be accepted until 12/12/08. 

· Dr. Lyman announced that, although no binding decision has been made, the IHL is endorsing the suggested practice of placing students with an ACT <20 into remedial courses.
