Dr. Blackwell reported the following:


From Provost’s Council:

· Tenure and promotion documents from each department and college are due to the Provost by March 7, 2008.  These documents will establish guidelines for faculty to achieve tenure and promotion.

· The issue of coding of graduate students (Master’s vs. Doctoral) is currently being reviewed.  GC representatives from Science and Technology are reminded to submit a proposal to change the wording in the Graduate Bulletin regarding doctoral admission.  Currently, the bulletin states, “the applicant must hold a master’s degree from an institution approved by a recognized accrediting agency.”

· Also related to Graduate Bulletin, the Policies and Procedures Committee will make a recommendation regarding the graduate course numbering system.  

· A Summer School Enrollment Committee was created to address decrease in summer school enrollment.  Issues to address include discount for summer school tuition, equity in faculty pay for summer school vs. mini-session teaching, and revenue sharing with departments and colleges.

· Lucas Faculty Excellence Awards and Summer Grants for Improvement of Instruction have been selected.  An announcement is forthcoming.

· Applications for the Grand Marshal Award are being solicited.  The deadline is February 28, 2008, and information can be accessed through the Provost website at www.usm.edu/provost/awards.

· An announcement was made that the university budget will be flat next year.

From Faculty Senate:

· Mr. Chad Driskell has been hired as Assistant to the President for External Affairs.  He will work with local and state officials as well as businesses to promote USM.

· David Wolf was named as Vice President for Advancement.  He served as assistant vice president for development at the University of Alabama and will begin his duties at USM on Feb. 1.  He will oversee Foundation activities and fund development. 

· The University Planning Committee was dissolved and will be replaced with a University Strategic Planning Committee.  Representation will be diverse but the goal is to maintain a manageable size.

From Provost Search Committee:

· Provost Candidates Campus Visits –Graduate Council is scheduled to meet with the candidates at 2:30 January 30 (Dr. Gary Olson – Illinois State), February 7 (Dr. Donald Bobbitt – Univ. of Arkansas), 8 (Dr. Robert Lyman – Appalachian State), and 13 (Dr. Donald Nieman – Bowling Green State).  There is also an open session for faculty at 1:30 each of those days.
