Report from September 22, 2008 Provost Council Meeting

· Ms. Melissa Cirino, Student Government President and Mr. Dylan Pair, Student Government Academic Liaison, asked the deans to coordinate “meet your dean” events with Student Government.

· Mr. Mike Giles and Ms. Dolly Lloyd, Southern Miss co-chairs for this year’s United Way Campaign asked to encourage everyone to contribute so that our goal of raising $100,000 will be reached.  Last year, Southern Miss raised $89,000 (contributions from 289 staff and 82 faculty members).

· Ms. Kathryn Lowery reminded everyone that the Office of Institutional Effectiveness should receive all correspondence drafts (incl. reports) related to accreditation before that correspondence is submitted to the accrediting agency.  This office also needs copies of the final correspondence and needs to be informed about agency recommendations and required follow-up actions by departments and colleges.  Related to this issue: Dr. Lyman stated the need for periodic reviews of all programs, particularly undergraduate programs. 

· Dr. Cynthia Easterling presented a list of Southern Miss faculty awards and grants; the applications deadline for many of these was early October.  Applications for Summer Grants for the Improvement of Instruction are due in the Provost’s office on October 22, 2008.

· A lively discussion ensued after Dr. Lyman announced an Executive Committee resolution stating that academic colleges should share the financial burden for a 10-year contract for 24/7 technical support for Blackboard, Horizon Wimba.  The deans strongly opposed being charged for what the perceive should be covered by the iTech budget and stated that it would be next to impossible to re-direct already committed funds in the middle of the academic year.  Dr. Lyman will cover these expenses for the current year through Academic Affairs and will consult with the CFO regarding a more permanent source of funding.
· Dr. Lyman informed everyone that a federal bill requires public institutions that receive federal funding to acknowledge and support Constitution Day (9/17).  Deans von Hermann (CoAL) and Davies (HC) will coordinate next year’s events to celebrate our constitution.

· Mr. Frederick Varnado presented information about the Office of Professional Development and Educational Outreach.  He will ask to speak to faculty from different departments about the services offered by his office and need to inform the office about not-for-credit events (see memo from Dr. Lyman).

· Dr. Lyman informed Provost Council that a proposal has been submitted to the Executive Committee to implement a four-day class schedule on the Gulf Coast.

Noncredit professional development programs are an important facet of the University’s mission.  Under Southern Association of College and Schools (SACS) accreditation mandates and The University of Southern Mississippi policies, we must follow certain prescribed procedures relative to the development, conduct, assessment, and reporting of these not-for-credit activities.

The Office of Professional Development and Educational Outreach has been tasked with maintaining a record of all not-for-credit programs (seminars, workshops, conferences, camps, special events, etc.) that are offered by the University.  To that end, all University entities (departments, organizations, individuals, and others) that plan to offer or sponsor a program on a not-for-credit basis through the University must submit information about the program to the OPDEO as prescribed in the University’s Noncredit Policies and Procedures.  These procedures were approved the President’s Executive Cabinet on May 10, 2006.  This is not to imply that the OPDEO must be involved in the actual presentation of the programs; the office must simply collect, maintain, and report certain data to comply with SACS’ mandates.
To submit information about a program, visit the OPDEO website, www.edu/profdev_edoutreach, and download a PDF version of the Noncredit Policies and Procedures to the College Deans, Faculty Senate, Council of Chairs, Staff Council, Athletic Director, the Association of Office Professionals, and other University stakeholders.  I would appreciate your distribution of the memorandum to your faculty and staff as a reminder of the need to follow the noncredit program procedures during the planning, execution, and close-out of all noncredit programs.

Chair-Elect Report:  Academic Calendar Meeting

The summer term for 2009 will start one week later resulting in a nine-week term rather than a ten-week term (if approved; this group recommends).  The only real summer changes will be the following: nigh classes will need to be 5 minutes longer each night, MWF finals will be only 90 minutes in duration, and T-TH finals will be the usual class time duration (about 2 hours) because finals will be during normal class times (no separate) exam period).  This should also be helpful to faculty members and students who participate in mini-session classes between the spring and summer semesters because the nine-week summer term will provide for three weeks between the semesters instead of the traditional two weeks.

The fall and spring terms will be much like the ones for this year.  If approved, Spring Break will be the week of March 15, 2009.  Once approved, Dr. Paul will notify surrounding school boards so they will hopefully adopt similar schedules and breaks.

Dr. Paul will recommend this calendar for acceptance by the President and the Executive Council.
