All proposals for new programs and emphasis areas must include a statement from the University Assessment Committee indicating the proposed assessment plan is in compliance with the Academic Program Assessment Plan Guidelines. Statement requests should be directed to the Office of Institutional Effectiveness – ie@usm.edu or Box 9667 – for submission to the UAC.

Report from April 13, 2009 Provost Council Meeting

· Dr. Lyman announced that funds from the stimulus package will not arrive in time to affect the FY 2010 budget, which will have to be submitted to the IHL by the end of May. The deans have been asked to prepare budgets by May 8 for the following possible scenarios: same budget as FY ‘09, and original FY ’09 budget reduced by 3%, 4.5% and 6%. Dr. Lyman expressed the hope that the Academic Planning Group (APG) would recommend strategic (as opposed to across-the-board) program adjustments that will affect the FY 2011 budget. The long term goal of the APG strategic planning efforts is to provide more resources to faculty in he future, which will likely involve a reduction in programs offered.

· Dr. Lyman and Mr. Morgan informed the Council that Southern Miss is engaged in discussions with an energy service company that might help the university save energy. A concern: the purchase price of required new equipment may counteract any cost savings. The university is negotiating control of the revenue stream so that savings can be transferred to instruction.

· In response to a question, Mr. Morgan expressed the opinion that faculty salary raises are not likely to happen this year.

· Dr. Powell reported on student retention initiatives. An early alert system is in place for at-risk students that is triggered by freshmen midterm grades and involves volunteers, particularly from those departments that teach 099 level and academically challenging courses. The volunteers contact at-risk students in an attempt to lead them to a successful academic path. The suggestion to offer at-risk students the opportunity to withdraw from challenging courses or from the university without academic penalty even after the official withdrawal deadline was discussed briefly. A list of all tutoring services offered at Southern Miss is available online. Dr. Powell also mentioned that a survey about their advisement experience is being circulated to all students.

· Dr. Lyman informed the Council that iTech is covering this year’s $150,000 contract with Blackboard. Next year’s contract will be covered from Dr. Lyman’s and Dr. Pat Joachim’s budgets. With help from Blackboard and funds from a congressional earmark secured by Gene Taylor’s office, 75 new online courses that are nominally based on the Gulf Coast will be developed. Targeted are courses that are amenable to online delivery and are of broad interest. Dr. Lyman mentioned as an example courses that would be attractive for teacher’s assistants who are seeking teacher certification while working full time.
