Dr. King submitted a report from the University Assessment Committee. He stated the UAC met Wednesday, February 4, 2009. Some committees reported preliminary results. The survey results indicated that the two-phase reviews (each program is reviewed and then those reviews are reviewed by another person) were preferred to the one-phase review. The UAC survey to USM faculty and staff received 253 responses. Most of the responses were positive and favorable toward assessment, but there were negative comments from some faculty who suggested too much time, energy, and money is spent on assessment, and that the results can be used as a political weapon. The UAC will meet again on March 4, 2009.
