We would like to clarify the status of the Computer Science M.S. degree in light of comments that were made during the March 22, 2010 Graduate Council meeting at which five CS courses were approved for online delivery.
There is a Computer Science (Applied) M.S. degree offered on the Gulf Coast. Based on IR data, it had low enrollment and was essentially inactive after Hurricane Katrina, which is why I (PMB) thought the program didn't exist. However, I have since learned that those data are inaccurate and that the Coast M.S. program has continuously had students. 

The Gulf Coast Computer Science (Applied) M.S. degree program is distinct from the Hattiesburg Computer Science M.S. program; the course prefix for the Coast program is “CS” whereas the course prefix for the Computer Science M.S. degree in Hattiesburg is “CSC”. The Coast degree program currently is offered to degree-seeking students at Long Beach/Gulfport and CS courses are provided to a targeted audience of non-degree students at Stennis upon request from the Center of Higher Learning.
Consistent with the unwritten Graduate Council policy that was discussed at the March 22, 2010 meeting, the School of Computing hereby states that there are no plans to offer either the Coast Computer Science (Applied) M.S. or the Hattiesburg Computer Science M.S. degree online.

We confirm that the five CS courses that were approved on March 22, 2010 for online delivery are intended only for non-degree students on the Coast.
