DIRECTIONS FOR SUBMITTING ABSTRACTS

Stage I

1.1 Abstract should reflect preliminary or completed research that is informative, containing: a) the study’s specific objective; b) brief statement of methods; c) a summary of results; and d) the conclusion. 

1.2 Submission of abstracts should be turned in to your Graduate Student Senate representative or your department’s Director of Graduate Studies prior to the established departmental/school deadline. Check with your respective department to determine the deadline for abstract submissions.

1.3 When submitting your abstract, include a hard copy as well as an electronic version to your department/school. 

1.4 The Graduate School will accept the top ten abstract submissions from each department. Currently the Graduate School has presentation slots for six (6) abstracts from each department. 

1.5 Departments will rank order and submit the top 10 abstract nominations in both a hard copy form and as a file saved to the provided disk. When submitting nominations please include: a) a list of abstract nominations in rank order; b) an electronic copy of each of the nominated abstracts saved to the provided disk; and c) three hard copies of each individual abstract nomination. 

1.6 Your department’s GSS representative will return rank ordered list, 3 hard copies, and disk in a sealed envelope to the Graduate School no later than Friday, January 29th, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Stage II

2.1. Abstract must be typed neatly on the Abstract Form within the box bounded by the lines. Your abstract will appear in the abstracts volume exactly as submitted.

2.2 Submission length is to be 400-500 words and must be submitted in a word document electronically. Please use Times New Roman type, 10 pt font, black ink only. Figures and tables are permitted within the box. Type the entire abstract single-spaced; no margins at the top or the sides. Indent the first line of text five spaces. 

2.3 Type the title in CAPITAL letters, the names of AUTHORS, followed by your department or school. If appropriate, indicate the source of financial research support at the end of the abstract text.
2.4 Use standard abbreviations. When using abbreviations for compounds, SPELL OUT in full at first mention, followed by the abbreviation in parenthesis. Do not abbreviate compounds in the title of the abstract.

2.5 Co-authorship is permitted, however, it must be credited properly. All award money will be split between the authors as they deem fit. 

2.6 You may submit an abstract for a paper that has been presented at another conference however, you must provide correct attributions.

2.7 Remember that your abstract will APPEAR in the Abstract section EXACTLY as you submit it. Any errors, misspelling, poor hyphenations, and deviations from good usage will be glaringly apparent in the published abstract.  PROOFREAD YOUR ABSTRACT CAREFULLY FOR ACCURACY BEFORE RETURNING IT!

Deadline for submitting abstract nominations to the Graduate School is Friday, January 29, 2010 5:00 p.m.
Check with your respective department / school for its abstract deadline.
