Minimum program eligibility requirements include the completion of at least 14 
semester hours with an overall 2.0 GPA.  All students must be in clear academic 
standing. Prior knowledge of French is not necessary.  All courses are taught in 
English (with the exception of French language classes). It is highly 
recommended to take a French language course while at the Abbey.  First 
semester freshman will be given preliminary acceptance, pending review of their 
university transcript.
