e When you arrive at Victoria Station, exit the building and look for a taxi to take you to
Stamford Residence Hall. Taxis are unoccupied by passengers and available for hire
only if the yellow light located above the front windshield is on.

St., Waterloo.

checks in the amount of approximately 50 pounds sterling.

e Purchase a ticket for the Heathrow Express which will take you to London’s
Paddington Station. Trains depart every 15-20 minutes beginning around 5:00 a.m.
until approximately 11:50 p.m.

e You can purchase the tickets on the train. Visa/MC is accepted.

e When you arrive at Paddington Station, exit the building and look for a taxi to take
you to Stamford Residence Hall. Taxis are unoccupied by passengers and available for
hire only if the yellow light located above the front windshield is on.

o Tell the taxi driver to please take you to: King’s College Residence Hall, 127 Stamford
St., Waterloo.
