Resolution #12: Wireless Upgrade

(IT Advisory Council, November 29, 2005):

Be it resolved, in order to replace the existing access points the provide the University’s wireless service with a newer, more reliable hardware that will the University a more adaptable solution to the growing needs of its users, a wireless upgrade should be implemented.  This project will provide several enhancements such as higher connection speeds, central management, proactive problem resolution, better bandwidth control, and better coverage across campus.

Amendment to requested resolution #12: to separate the faculty and staff network traffic from the student network traffic at a cost not to exceed $100,000

Estimated Program Cost: = $1,400,000 over three years (includes $100,000 to separate network traffic
