Resolution #2 Computer Labs

Be it resolved, in order to promote better technology services to the USM students that use the iTech open labs, that iTech maintain fiscal 04-05 funding levels and agreements for all open labs for the 05-06 fiscal year.  In order to support the fiscal situation of iTech, the colleges are encouraged to study the usage and efficiency of their open labs and if feasible, identify labs for which iTech fiscal support can be reduced without adversely affecting student access.  We also recommend that a university wide study of all open labs be conducted by December 2005.

Requested addendum to resolution #2: The IT advisory Council requested an extension for the study of all open university labs to be completed by February 1.  (October 27, 2005)

Estimated Program Cost = $358,087
IT BOD: Recommend current level of funding remaining through fiscal year 2005-2006.  But since no input from the IT Advisory Council after several request recommend input form Provost and iTech to determine FY07 budget.

IT BOD: Approved of the extension with the IT academic and Staff Advisory Council assuming responsibility to complete the study or designate a group to complete the study for Fiscal Year 2006-2007 with current level of funding remaining through fiscal year 2005-2006.

IT BOD: Recommend iTech perform the lab study to be put into place FY 06-07.  The study must be completed and delivered to the CIO by April 28, 2006.
