activities
Classes
Each year, the Institute conducts a number of interesting 
and informative classes at the suggestion of its members. 
The Institute’s year parallels the academic year of the 
university. Each academic year, members participate in 
five terms of five weeks each. These terms usually begin 
in September, November, February, April and June. 
Classes are two hours each and generally begin at 9 or 
9:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m.

All classes and seminars are held at the Peck House or 
Asbury Annex (unless otherwise indicated). Enrichment 
class fees are $15. Computer class fees are $25.

Seminars and Field Trips
Seminars and field trips vary in length, depending upon 
the topic, facilitator and desire of the participants. 
Seminars vary in cost from $5 to $10, depending on 
length. Several field trips are planned each year. They 
range in length from one day to one week. Costs vary.

Luncheon Lecture Series
Luncheon lectures are held at 11:30 a.m. once each 
month throughout the academic year. Members 
attending should bring a brown bag lunch. Luncheons 
are usually scheduled at the Asbury Annex. Your guests 
are invited to attend luncheon lectures. 

Social Functions and Other Activities
At least three social functions are scheduled during 
the year: one in the early fall prior to the beginning of 
classes, one in December, and one in May. The May 
function is coordinated with the annual business meeting 
and the election of officers.

general study topics
All class and seminar topics are selected from 
suggestions of the membership. The topics represent 
the diversity and interests of the members. Topics 
include conversational foreign languages, drawing, art 
and music appreciation, religion, philosophy, computer 
use, financial planning, history, geography, the natural 
environment, genealogy, and the political climate. 
Members are encouraged to suggest class topics.

location
Home for the Institute is the Peck House and Asbury 
Annex on the corner of Pearl Street and North 36th 
Avenue (3601 Pearl Street). This lovely off-campus 
location provides classrooms, an assembly and social 
area, and free parking.

When parking is unavailable at the Peck House/Asbury 
Annex lot, additional parking is provided in the lot 
between 36th Avenue and Montague Boulevard,  
one-half block from the Peck House.

organization
The Institute is an all-volunteer program. Its executive 
board and standing committees enable members to 
participate fully in the organization and direction of the 
Institute. Officers are elected to serve one year. The 
vice president is the president-elect, and the associate 
secretary is the secretary-elect.

The elected officers are president, vice president, 
secretary, associate secretary, treasurer and three 
board members.

The standing committees are curriculum, finance, 
membership/publicity, governance, hospitality, and 
building and grounds.
