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Overview

The training program is designed to develop unique and essgeatise in sport venue
security management, a critical infrastructure and kegurces protection. The goal of this
training program is to create the standardization of sp@mt security risk management
practices at collegiate sport events by ensuring skiledkaowledgeable professionals.

Currently, there is no formalized training directed tadgacollegiate sport security management.
In order to ensure that skilled and knowledgeable profedsiamaable to undertake National
Infrastructure Protection Plan (NIPP) related resporsédslin the future, a national risk
management curriculum has been developed. It is estintlaat over 106 million spectators
attend intercollegiate athletic events annually.

The National Risk Management curriculum has been desigieseloped and delivered to key
personnel responsible for security management at cakegperts events in Division I, I, and
[II NCAA institutions in the United States at our Spovehit Risk Management Workshops
(SERM). The training program is in partnership with theidwatl Association of Collegiate
Directors of Athletics (NACDA), who played a key rotethe recruitment and marketing of our
SERM workshops to these key personnel.

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Accomplishments

The training program will provide capabilities to build sp@digity expertise which will test the
interaction between the NIPP and National Respongseilfie context of a terrorist incident.
The trainees will be provided with the latest advancesknassessment and risk management
and related concepts used in business continuity planniogitips and applicable
countermeasures.

In order to gain sport security and safety industry knowl¢ge&enter conducted a national
focus group with national level subject matter expertghetic administration, campus police,
emergency management, emergency medical and fire/HdoMasist in developing the critical
competencies for the national sport risk management alumnic Once the curriculum was
developed, three national pilot projects were conductedioivorkshop that included 15
institutions from NCAA Division I, Il, and 11l and tra@d over 75 trainees. Furthermore, after
our pilot projects were completed we conducted our Trainfabr@iners (TOT) workshop. At
the TOT 18 individuals were trained and qualified to becamiadrs to administer the SERM
workshops from April 2009 through August 2010.

The Center was pleased to receive curriculum endorddroemNACDA, the National
Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) and ProfessabB8port Leagues such as the National
Football League (NFL). The support we received from NFim@dssioner Roger Goodell, Milt
Ahlerich, and the NFL team owners to host the SERM workshopN$hatstadium sites was very
valuable in that it helped expose universities to “besttioes’ and the most significant sport
security technology the NFL has to offer. The logatsupport we received from Bill Squires
of the Stadium Managers Association (SMA) was monualemtbuilding the relationships
needed with the NFL stadium managers in schedulingEfVBworkshops. These
endorsements helped to open up many avenues in which td peotidgipants and promote the
workshops to the target audience. Without the support séthiganizations it would have been
very difficult to have the success that was encounterdthe workshops in 2009.

Sport Event Risk Management Workshops

By the end of August, 29 SERM workshops will have sucaéigdieen conducted in 2009.
These SERM workshops have trained 1,061 individuals and 228 NCAAsion |, Il and

[l affiliated institutions . The highest participation has come from the NCAA Sion |
affiliates (152 and 67%) followed by Division Il (40 and 18%y @ivision Il (36 and 16%). A
list of all institutions that have participated in ourfB& workshops can be found by state and
their NCAA division in Appendix 1 and by their Athletio@ference in Appendix 2.

Outstanding learning results from workshop participant®adent The average pre-test
score is 60% and the post-test score is 87%. These statistshow an average increase of
27% in their score which indicates the learning curve ohew knowledge that participants
are gaining. Furthermore, 85% of the participants are passing tsietpst to achieve workshop
certification. Please see Appendix 3 for data inforomategarding workshop participation and
Appendix 4 for pre and post-test information.
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The SERM workshops have been hosted by several NFL aag@ms as well as several
NACDA institutions. A few examples of NFL teams inclutie Baltimore Ravens, San
Francisco 49ers, Green Bay Packers, Jacksonville Jajliaresota Vikings and the Seattle
Seahawks. Some examples of NACDA institutions includeéisity of Kansas, University of
New Mexico, University of Virginia and Brigham Young Unigeéy. Both the collegiate and
professional sites have been generous hosts and ther @aits forward to working with both
leagues in 2010. A complete list of the NFL organizatams NACDA institutions that
supported the SERM workshops can be seen in Appendix 5.

The evaluations of the SERM workshops by the participants heen very positive and
uplifting. The participants express the need for the tigibecause of the lack of training
available for sport safety and security personnel. Raattits also report that the trainers are of
great expertise and present the curriculum efficiently.

The most recent acknowledgment of the success ofERMSwvorkshops came frodSA Today
and the National Terrorism Preparedness Institute (NTIRHBUSA Todaystaff visited the
Baltimore, Maryland, workshop at M&T Bank Stadium tkegictures and report on their hands
on experience. The NTPI staff, on behalf of the Dgpant of Homeland Security, visited the
Nashville, Tennessee, workshop at LP Field to film the day session in order to broadcast the
training for theirLive Responseseminar at St. Petersburg College in Tampa, Florida.

Overall, the SERM workshops for NCAA institutions hdeen very successful. The Center has
even been contacted with questions by junior college®Nah4 institutions regarding future
workshops for their institutions. In preparation for 2840 workshops the Center is now starting
the search for host sites and scheduling dates whiclhevdlvailable on November 2, 2009.

Challenges/Issues

Effective risk management training is imperative at gidlee sports events due to the potential
of mass casualties and catastrophic social and ecomopect. As indicated in the grant
proposal, there are significant gaps related to efleatigident command control, emergency
response preparedness and evacuation capabilities aiatellsgort events due to lack of team
training for those responsible for game day operations.

It is the expectation of our research team that étigetdy of the national sport event risk
management curriculum will help to standardize the spggnht security risk management
practices at collegiate sport events. By standaglitiase practices it will help strengthen the
multi-agency collaboration of each university seguaittion team. This is a significant paradigm
change in the collegiate sport events security prandse United States.
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The goal of the risk management training is to build safere secure, and more resilient
university sport venues by enhancing protection of our univessiums and arenas to prevent,
deter, neutralizes or mitigate the effects of delibeeéitats by terrorists to destroy, incapacitate,
or exploit them; and to strengthen university preparedtessly response and rapid recovery in
the event of an attack, natural disaster or other ganeres.

The major challenges/issues encountered with the SERM ap&dave been the economy and
scheduling conflicts. A majority of the institutionsvkeaadministered major travel and budget
cuts for their departments in 2009. This leaves the pamitspaith limited or no funding
available for food and overnight stay. Although the workshare located within driving

distance many participants are reluctant to drive bacKaatideach day. Secondly, the only
scheduling conflicts have come at the hand of alredugdsded athletic conference meetings for
invited institutions. When dealing with these issues wornshweere canceled, combined or
rescheduled for the 2010 schedule. The economic woes ariil kely play a larger role in

2010 as well.

Sport Event Security Aware- Seal of Approval

The ultimate goal of the Center is the utilizatiortled Sports Event Security Aware (SESA)
system by collegiate and professional institutions agdrizations. The SESA system will help
venues:

Fulfill their moral and legal duty to protect spectatofficials, competitors, employees,
community and the environment at the highest possible degree.

Facilitate compliance with the contractual minimurawséy and safety standards
obligations of the sanctioning body.

Facilitate compliance with the regulatory requiremerftsiunicipal, county, state and
federal agencies.

Enhance a venues ability to recover from financialdeseegulatory fines, loss of market
share, damages to equipment or products or business interruptions

Reduce exposure to civil or criminal liability in the evehan incident.

Enhance a venue’s image and credibility with spectatorapetitors, employees,
suppliers and the community.

Serve as documentation that may reduce venue insuramgi pre

By taking an institution through the SESA process thétunsin will have a better awareness of
the security and safety gaps that need to be addressefltaredmportance of the continual
cycle of the SESA process in the future. MoreoverQéeter is in application for the Safety Act
and is expected to receive approval by the spring of 2010.ePdeasAppendix 8 for the SESA
