One location to look at is the Polymer Science Auditorium which is available all day on April 5th.  Posters will be set up in the foyer.  Ed will check to see if there are other rooms available in PSRC for poster presentations.

Dr. Yuen suggested that we use LETTERS Day for recruitment to draw high school seniors to the University.

College committees should meet to decide on the format they want to go with and report back to URC.
Ed Jackson suggested that perhaps lectures from the different colleges could be scheduled at different times during the 8:00 – 3:00 time period in order to increase attendance.
