Anthropology is the study of what makes us human.
Anthropologists integrate perspectives from the social
sciences, natural sciences, and humanities to
understand the diverse ways in which people have
lived, died, and solved the common problems of
human existence from the ancient past to the present
day. Students complete courses in cultural and
biological anthropology, archaeology, and
anthropological linguistics.

Community College graduates, transfer students, or
students who discover anthropology late in their time
at USM can meet the requirements by following an
accelerated two-year plan.

USM Economics
students gain valuable experience through
research opportunities and internships using
statistical analysis to study issues and develop
policy-relevant solutions.

Most upper-level economics classes have fewer
than 20 students, giving students the individual
attention needed to fully develop research and
analytical skills.
