You must be pursuing a degree in either Biological Sciences (including all emphasis areas), Geology, Geography, Marine Biology, or Medical Laboratory Sciences. Sophomores, juniors, seniors, and graduate students can apply. One letter of recommendation from a professor is required; have letters submitted directly to Dr. Janet Donaldson at janet.donaldson@usm.edu by September 28, 2018.
