The A/V solution may include any combination of IP cameras, microphones, speakers, amplifiers, and DSPs, as required to support any proposed implementation that aligns with all other requirements set forth in the requirements document. In applicable manaikin-equipped rooms, the solution must be fully compatible with Laerdal manikin simulators—past, present, and future models—including, but not limited to: SimMom, SimBaby, SimMan3G Plus, and NursingAnne Simulator. It must also support seamless integration and real-time data capture from the manikin’s patient monitor, which operates using Laerdal Patient Monitor software on Windows-based All-in-One PCs.                               
The general hardware setup for both Simulation (Manaikin-Equipped) and OSCE style rooms should include:
· (2) IP PTZ Cameras allowing for capture of the entire space.
· (1-2) HDMI to IP Encoders to allow for streaming of a computer's video output to the system for remote viewing alongside camera views for each room.
· Necessary audio equipment to enable paging/talk-back between the Simulation/OSCE room and the Control Room located in a different room within the Simulation Lab.
Exceptions should only be made in larger spaces where only (2) PTZ cameras would not be sufficient to capture the entire space such as:
· 223B (Home Health)
For the three control rooms across the simulation lab, the solution should provide the necessary equipment to establish control stations allowing for simultaneous operation of each of the connected spaces. Furthermore, each control station should also allow for full operational control of any connected space throughout the simulation lab.
