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Project Three:  Brochure
 

Introduction:  For this project we would like you to design an original instructional or marketing brochure based on a written assignment from another class. Using the design principles we have been discussing you will design a 1-panel or 3-panel brochure that considers audience and context of use. The ability to repurpose writing and revise it for a different audience is a necessary skill in the business world.  We want you to create a professional looking and effective document that aims to attract real readers to engage with your text. 

 

Getting Started: First, you will need to select a paper that you’ve written for another class at USM that you feel contains information relevant to a variety of audiences.  For example, if you are a physics major, you might want to choose a lab report you wrote regarding a specific experiment for your physics class. In this instance, you might design a 1-panel brochure that sought to instruct other physics majors on how to replicate the experiment. It is important that your make choices that support the purpose of your document. You might decide to include other aspects of the report, like purpose and context, but exclude your conclusions since the goal is for others to replicate the experiment and draw their own conclusions. 
If you are Hotel, Restaurant and Management major who wrote a SWOT analysis (a report stating the Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats of a property) you might create a 3-panel marketing brochure.  Your brochure might target the segment of the market you envision as having the most growth potential. For example, if you believe that the property is not attracting group tours as they should, you might design a brochure that specifically targets organizations or tour companies that provide group tours. Your brochure should provide information that persuades your audience to consider the property. 
In other words, you will want to carefully analyze the written text you have selected and then consider how to use design elements and text to create a document consistent with your readers and with your contextual aims.
 

Putting It Together:  You have complete freedom to incorporate any design elements, images, and/or arguments you feel might be effective and appropriate given your purpose, but please keep in mind that the final draft of this document must be produced and printed on a computer and in color – so you’ll also need to think about feasibility. Remember, the Multimedia Writing Studio has resources available to help you with this project, but space is limited: you need to plan ahead so that you have access to the materials and equipment you will need.
